Medium Shot, wide panel.  Jeremiah, a man in his late 40’s starting to bald, slightly portly walks into his den entering from the left.  He’s tilted where we can see part of his back and side so that our view is partially over his shoulder, but pulled back.  In the den, directly in front of him is a TV.  Placed facing the TV is a blue recliner.  A sliding glass door slightly ajar revealing part of the back patio is seen on the other side of and a little behind of the recliner.  To the right of the panel we may see a couch, coffee table and definitely a radio on a small table.  The radio should be placed where you would not be able to see the sliding glass door if facing the radio.  Everything else is up to you how you want to place it.

Long panel. Slightly diagonal view, Jeremiah to the right of the panel.  Pull out a little to where more of the room is seen.  Jeremiah is facing us, but his head is still out of panel.  The back of the radio is to us as Jeremiah turns it off.  Behind him towards the glass door we see part of a silhouette.

JEREMIAH:

Circle around as we now see Jeremiah in full view looking shocked as he has turned from the radio.  Keep the angle of the room at a slight diagonal facing one of the back corners.
